This is caused by the expansion of binary opposition of voice — letters to the field of philoso—
phy and binary opposition is exactly the basic position of western philosophy. The traditional binary dualism is an unequal view with a
center — edge and domination — dominated mode whereas the secret logic track system developed by Chen Zhongmei is a balanced dual-
ism.
