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Beyond Multiculturalism: Identity and Discrimination

Challenges of Canadian Chinese Communities

Abstract: In the context of globalization and multiculturalism, Chinese communities in Canada face persistent and complex
challenges in identity formation and social integration. Although multicultural policies formally recognize ethnic diversity and
advocate equal treatment, the wave of anti Asian discrimination during the Covid pandemic has exposed their structural limitations
in addressing systemic racism. Focusing on Chinese Canadian communities and drawing on Critical Race Theory, this paper
examines the bidirectional reinforcement between cultural identity and perceived discrimination, and shows how this dynamic is
intensified by intersecting positions such as gender and class, thereby amplifying feelings of insecurity and exclusion. The study
further analyzes the institutional dilemma of multicultural policies that privilege cultural representation while neglecting underlying
power structures, and evaluates community based responses among Chinese Canadians in collective action, educational initiatives
and cross cultural dialogue. On this basis, it proposes a Three Level Anti Racism Education Model that links policy precision,
cross cultural educational practice and ideological transformation, and elaborates a set of institutional and educational pathways
that move beyond symbolic multiculturalism toward effective anti-racism. The research aims to promote a shift in multicultural
societies from superficial inclusion to substantive justice and to offer theoretical and policy insights for improving anti-racism
governance in Canada and other diverse societies.
