Abstract: In the 1860s the first surge of Korean immigrants appeared in the far-east Russia. Since then
North Korean have emigrated to Russia due to political and economic reasons by land or sea. Under the
influence brought about by adjustment of Russia Policy the Korean immigrants in spite of repeated
fluctuations still showed a tendency of the increase in population.
